PANEL’S COMMENTS 

 

• Trinidadian: 

 

- A post-race veterinary examination revealed the gelding lost its right front plate, received a laceration to right fore heel but no other significant abnormalities.  

- Trainer Bryce Stanaway was advised a veterinary certificate of fitness would be required prior to the gelding racing again. 

- No action has been taken against Trinidadian which was jumping satisfactorily prior to the tenth. Future jumps performances will be monitored. 

 

• Wee Frankie: 

 

- Did tend to over race but aside from awkward jumps at the sixth and tenth, jumped satisfactorily.
