At Mornington on Friday 16 January 2015, jockey Nick Hall pleaded guilty to a charge of careless 
riding on his mount Royal Appointment (NZ) in Race 2 the Progress Signs Plate (1200m). 

The careless riding being that approaching the 100m he failed to make sufficient effort to prevent 
his mount from shifting in and as a result was insufficiently clear of Ya Still Call Me Al which was 
checked severely, shifted in and made contact with the hindquarters of Miss Amalia which in turn 
had to be checked to avoid the heels of Mangoback The Cat.  

  
Mr Hall had his licence to ride in races suspended for a period to commence at midnight on 
Saturday, 17 January 2015 and to expire at midnight on Monday, 26 January 2015 – a total of 10 
race meetings. 

In assessing penalty Stewards took into account Nick Hall’s guilty plea and good record, his 
mount was laying in and that the incident was in the mid-range. 

A Notice of Appeal against the severity of the penalty was lodged on Sunday, 18 January 2015.  
A stay of proceedings was not requested. 
 

 
DECISION: Appeal allowed. 
 
 Penalty varied - period of suspension to now expire at midnight on
