The charge relating to his ride on Chauncery in Race 7 the Tracy The Placement People 0-62 
Handicap (2200m). 
  
Mr McCabe was suspended from riding in races from midnight Monday 5 October 2009 and to 
expire at the conclusion of the Wangaratta race meeting on Friday 9 October 2009, a total of 4 
meetings.  In arriving at the penalty Stewards took into account his guilty plea. 
 
A Notice of Appeal against the severity of the penalty was lodged on Friday 2 October 2009.

MR D. O'KEEFFE  appeared on behalf of the Appellant 
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CHAIRMAN:   Adam McCabe pleaded guilty to a charge of hitting his mount 

with the whip on an additional five occasions prior to the 100 metres.  The 

Board takes into account the fact that Adam is a 19-year-old apprentice and has 

not got the wisdom of years of perhaps a senior rider, nor the experience, and 

in addition, the Board is of the view that had Mr McGinley, who was part of 

the panel on that occasion, known of a media release of 15 September 2009 

from the ARB stating as follows, that: 

 

Colouring of Running Rails From the 100 Metres to the Finishing 

Post:  a signpost not considered adequate by themselves.  

Colouring of running rails for the last hundred metres to be 

implemented. 

 

Had Mr McGinley known of that media release, he as much conceded that that 

piece of information would have impacted upon the discretion which the panel 

exercised in coming to its view to penalise Adam McCabe.   

 

In the circumstances, the Board considers that the penalty handed to Adam 

McCabe was excessive.  His appeal is allowed, his suspension being varied to a 

fine of $200.
