of such horse at any relevant time may be penalised. 

 
 The charge relates to a prohibited substance, 4-Hydroxy Xylazine, being 

detected in a post-race urine sample taken from the horse Tatler Belle 
following its running in Race 7 the Procon Developments BM64 
Handicap (1000m) at Cranbourne on Friday, 7 November 2014. 

  
Plea   Guilty. 

 
Decision  Mr Fahler convicted and fined $1,000 - due on or before 30 April 2015. 
 
  Pursuant to AR 177, Tatler Belle disqualified as winner of Race 7 the 

Procon Developments BM64 Handicap (1000m) at Cranbourne on 

Friday, 7 November 2014 and the places amended accordingly:
