Charge Breach of AR 178

Subject to AR 178G, when any horse that has been brought to a
racecourse for the purpose of engaging in a race and a prohibited
substance is detected in any sample taken from it prior to or following its
running in any race, the trainer and any other person who was in charge
of such horse at any relevant time may be penalised.

The charge relates to a prohibited substance, being Meloxicam, which

was detected in a post-race urine sample taken from the horse Grand

Gallop following its win in Race 6 the Sportius Global Events Handicap
(1200m) at Sandown Lakeside on 10 December 2014.

Plea Guilty.

Decision Mr Riley convicted and fined $5,000.

Pursuant to AR 177 Grand Gallop disqualified as winner of Race 6 the
Sportius Global Events Handicap (1200m) at Sandown Lakeside on 10
December 2014 and the places amended accordingly.
